“And I give unto them eternal 
life; and they shall never perish, 
neither shall any man pluck them 
out of my hand. My Father, 
which gave them me, is greater 
than all; and no man is able to 
pluck them out of my Father's 
hand.” John 10:28-29  

You cannot quit, because 
the enemy has nothing to offer. 
There are only two sides – Sa-
tan’s and God’s.  If you are truly 
saved by faith, you cannot get 
unsaved and be on the loser’s 
side. 

“Wherefore take unto you the 
whole armour of God, that ye 
may be able to withstand in the 
evil day, and having done all, to 
stand.”
