God saw “that the wick ed ness of
man was great in the earth, and
that ev ery imag i na tion of the
thoughts of his heart was evil
con tin u ally” – Gen e sis 6:5.  God
was even sorry that He had cre -
ated man. It was time for the
wage for their sin to be paid and
for their sin to cease.

In all the sin ful chaos, God
did see one righ teous man, Noah.  
Af ter him, his fam ily, and se -
lected an i mals were safely in side 
the ark Noah built, God's ac tions
said, “Enough of that sin.”

“In all thy ways ac knowl -
edge him, and he shall di rect thy
paths.”  Prov erbs 3:6

No one likes the ag gra va -
tion of be ing slowed down in go -
ing to his des ti na tion by a road
de tour.  One has to change di rec -
tion an other way.  We are not in
con trol; we have to fol low some -
one else’s plan in get ting us
where we want to go. 

“Who do those con struc tion
peo ple think they are?  Mak ing
me go this long way.  Why, I just
want to go a lit tle way down the
road.” But, we obey the signs and 
the flagman, and we get there
safely.  We may have not had that 
tes ti mony, if we did n’t obey
them.

Too many ig nore the
“flagman” God has put in our
path to move us in an other di rec -
tion.  Maybe that test you failed,
even though you “stud ied your
brains out,” was a “flagman” to
get you to know and later wit ness 
to a tu tor, or to build your per se -
ver ance. If you cheated, and
passed, you would not be go ing
down the road God had planned
for you.

Maybe the fam ily split, al -
though not God’s first plan, has
some thing you could learn from. 
Stick ing-it out and pray ing
through the prob lem will help
you so di vorce never hap pens to

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world-wide flood put an end to
their evil-do ings. In this case,
God’s peo ple were spared the
con se quences.  Man had an other
op por tu nity to start over again
thanks to one man’s not do ing
what ev ery one else was do ing.

Man’s sin ful na ture still re -
mained, how ever. In iq uity will al -
ways be a bat tle, and it con tin ued
es pe cially in the twin cit ies,
Sodom and Go mor rah (Gen e sis
19).  Af ter tol er at ing their in iq ui -
ties for so long, there came a time
when God would no lon ger put up
with their sins of sod omy and other 
sex ual sins.  It was ap par ently
“enough” for God.  Shortly, af ter
God’s own were re moved, the city
was de stroyed. Noth ing of life
there re mained. Grace had ended
for their sin.

Jo nah also learned that there
was a limit to the tres passes God
would put up with.  Per haps he
thought he had got ten away with
his dis obe di ence of not go ing to
Ninevah, as he was com manded.
Maybe he even thought his go ing
to Tarshish was an ac cept able sub -
sti tute to God.

Shortly, Jo nah learned oth er -
wise.  As a pound ing tem pest pum -
meled the ship and crew, the
way ward child of God learned that
God was say ing, “Enough.  You’re 
go ing no fur ther in your sin.”  The
rest of the story tells how God got
Jo nah’s at ten tion, and how his

heart was changed to will ingly
want to obey his Creator.

In the early church at Rome,
there came a
time when
God’s peo -
ple felt
God’s
“enough”,
but much
dif fer ently.

They thought they knew better and
pur posed to ig nore His com mands.  
They thought they were so smart.
They did n’t re ceive a les son to
teach them to obey their Fa ther. 
In stead, the time for grace and sec -
ond chances had passed.  God let
them reap the con se quences of
their own sins. It was as if God had
said, “You want to con tinue to sin
so badly, I will al low it to take its
nat u ral course and de stroy you.” 
Three times God stated that He
gave them over to their sin.

All through out the Bi ble, a
mer ci ful God has tried to get His
chil dren to do right.  To day is no
dif fer ent.  He de sires that we obey
the first time.   Many have lost and
suf fered much be cause they did
not. His good ness in teach ing us
only goes so far.  Some have faced
jail, fail ure in school, loss of
friends, ac ci dents, a de stroyed
mar riage, and many other con se -
quences to get their at ten tion to
turn to God.  God de sired them to
“learn and turn”.  Oth ers have
hard ened their sin ful hearts, and
were on their own and reaped
devastation.

If we’re saved and trust ing in
God’s way, we have His prom ise of 
Heaven, but even we bat tle sin.  No
one in their right mind wants to pay 
its pen alty.  While the heart is still
sen si tive and unhardened is the
time to re pent of its vi o la tion, be -
fore God has to deal with it.  Be a
fast learner in this area, not a slow
learner.

Do not con fuse God’s mercy
and gra cious ness with li cense to
sin.  No sin is okay.  There could be
a time at hand where God has to say 
to you, “enough”.  Shud der at the
thought. Why go through the tri als
and test ings? Obey and serve him
now.  Some, sadly sin with out rem -
edy.  Obey and re pent now be fore it 
is too late.
