Abraham’s nephew, Lot,
chose to live in the well-watered
plains of Sodom. Was he already
married when he parted company
with Abraham? The Bible doesn’t
say. In fact, when it later speaks of
Lot’s wife, the Scriptures never
mention her by name. The Word of
God does say, however, that we
should remember Lot’s wife (Luke
17:32).

What is it that we are to
remember? The story of Lot’s
departure from Sodom is recorded
in Genesis 19. God had sent two
angels to bring Lot and his family
out before judgment fell on the
wicked city, but all of his family
did not leave. His sons-in-law did
not believe him, when he told them
of the impending disaster. In fact,
they laughed at him. Consequently,
Lot’s married daughters and their
husbands did not go.

As the angels brought Lot’s
family out of the city, they told

(vs 17). They were to escape to the
mountains, but Lot’s wife did look
back (vs. 26). Because of her
disobedience, she suffered the
immediate judgment of God by
being turned into a pillar of salt.

Have you ever wondered why
she turned back? [ have heard some
say that she looked back at her
home and her possessions. That
may be true; but as a mother of
four, 1 have another suggestion.
