The Bible has long %

“Behold now behemoth, which
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I made with thee; he eateth
grass as an ox . . . He moveth
his tail like a cedar: . . His
bones are as strong pieces of
brass; his bones are like bars of
iron . . .” Job 40:15-24  Ap-
proximately 1520 B. C., Job
describes, in detail, an animal
that is larger than any seen to-
day. Clearly, it is a description
of a large dinosaur. It was not
until 1824 that William Buck-
land documented one of the
first dinosaurs, and it was not
until the 1900’s that fossilized
dinosaur and human footprints
were found together in Glen
Rose, Texas and in Africa. In
addition, an 1186 A.D. carving
on a Cambodian Temple is evi-
dence the artist saw a stegosau-
rus.

SLife is in the blood. “For the
life of the flesh is in the
blood ...” Leviticus 17:11 Wil-
liam Harvey, in 1616, is attrib-
uted with discovering that
blood circulation is most impor-
tant for life. The verse in Le-
viticus was written over 3,000
years before Harvey’s discov-
ery.
