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To know that you are a sin-
ner. Sin is the breaking of any
of God’s commandments. Sin
includes lying, thievery, adul-
tery, idolatry, coveting, backbit-
ing, gossip, unkindness, disobe-
dience to parents, jealousy and
disobedience to any of God’s
commandments. We are sinners,
if we break just one of His laws.
All are sinners.

“For all have sinned, and
come short of the glory of God,”
Rom. 3:23
