When a man gets a sword, you
cannot be quite certain how he
will use it. A gentleman pur-
chased a very expensive sword
with a golden hilt and an elabo-
rate scabbard. He hung it up on
his wall, and exhibited it to his
friends. Occasionally he drew it
out from the sheath, and encour-
aged others to, “Feel how keen is
the edge.”

The precious blood of Jesus is
not meant for us merely to admire
and exhibit. We must not be con-
tent to talk about it, and do noth-
ing with it. We are to use it in the
great crusade against unholiness
and unrighteousness.

Christ’s precious blood was

shed so we can conquer the wages
of sin and sin’s temptations. We
dishonor it, if we do not trust
Christ’s finished work on the
Cross for our salvation and live
for Him.

Here is some of what b
the Bible says about Jesus, the
Saviour of mankind:

Jesus was the prophesied,
Messiah that God promised to
send. Some of the 300 plus
prophecies about the Messiah
include:
< [t was prophesied about

599 B. C. (years before

Christ was born), that the

Messiah (“anointed”,

“consecrated one”) would

come from the lineage of

King David (Jer. 23:5-6,

Mat. 1:1, Luke 3:23-38)
<2 Jesus’ purpose was foretold

to His earthly father (Joseph)

before Christ was born. (Mat.

1:21)
< [t was foretold more than

1,020 years B. C., that man’s
Saviour would ask God why
His heavenly Father turned
His head and did not stop
. Christ’s death.  (Psalm
’, 22:1, Mat. 27:46)

C., that the Messiah would
have his hands and feet
pierced. (Ps. 22:16, John

1020 years B.C., that the Saviour
would not have any of His bones
broken. (Psalm 34:20, John
19:36)
< [t was also foretold, about
1020 years B. C., that the Son of
God would not say a word to His
prosecutors. (Isaiah 53:7, Mat.
26:63)

Jesus preached and taught
God’s message. (Mat. 4:17,
Mat. 4:23, John 7:16)

Jesus performed miracles.
He did things only a divine per-
son could do.
<2 Lepers were healed. (Mat.

8:3, Luke 17:11-19)
<2 Jesus healed the lame. (John
5:8,Mat. 15:30)
Jesus healed blind Bartimae-
us (Mark 10:46-52).
Jesus healed a paralyzed man
(Mat. 9:2-8).
Jesus healed a man with a
withered hand (Mark 3:1-5).
Jesus raised the dead (Luke
7:11-16).
Jesus cast out demons (Mat.
12:22-37, Mark 5:13).
Jesus walked on water (Mat.
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“Chat if thou shalt confess
with thy mouth the Lord
Jesus, and shalt befieve in
thine beart that God bath
raised bim from the dead
thou shalt be saved”

Rom. 10:9

14:22-33).

< Jesus knew the thoughts of
people around Him. (Mat.
12:25)

< Jesus rose from the dead
(Mat. 28:2-10, Luke 24:34)
and appeared to many after
He rose from the dead (John
20:26-29, John 21:1-2).

< Jesus ascended back to Heav-
en. (Mark 16:19-20, Luke
24:51, Acts 1:9-11)

« He performed many more
miracles (John 21:25).

Jesus is God’s only son. This
is why He could do all the mira-
cles He did.

“For God so loved the world,
that he gave his only begotten
Son, that whosoever believeth in
him should not perish, but have
everlasting life.” John 3:16
(John 3:18, John 4:15, I John 4:9,
Acts 3:13, Mat. 16:20, Mat. 8:29)

Why Jesus is so important:

< Jesus was sent so man would
know the Truth, and so they
did not have to live in sin.
“Then spake Jesus again un-
to them, saying, I am the light
of the world: he that fol-
loweth me shall not walk in
darkness, but shall have the
light of life.” John §8:12
“Darkness” is referring to
sin. When a person is saved
He does not have to sin. Sin
is always a choice. Knowing
the truth from God’s Word
can keep us from making the
wrong choices.

“Jesus saith unto him, I am
the way, the truth, and the
life: no man cometh unto the
Father, but by me.” John
14:6 (John 10:9, Acts 16:31,
Rom. 10:9, Acts 15:11)

< Jesus’ death on the cross is
the only payment for man’s
sin that God will accept.
One’s good deeds, kindness,
goodness, traditions, or fol-
lowing religious ordinances
and rules will not get anyone
to heaven!

Je-
sus’ sinlessness was necessary so
He could be an acceptable pay-
ment for our sins. Only Jesus was
sinless. All others born on this
earth are guilty of sin.

“And being made perfect, he

[Jesus] became the author of
eternal salvation unto all them
that obey him;” Heb. 5:9 (Heb.
9:14, 1 Peter 1:19)

Jesus was God’s gift to man.

“For the wages of sin is
death; but the gift of God is eter-
nal life through Jesus Christ our
Lord.” Rom. 6:23 (John 13:3,
John 8:42, John 12:44)

That is why making Jesus
one’s personal Saviour from the
punishment for our sins is so im-
portant.
