By our afflictions we are of-
ten made more compassionate
unto others who endure similar
troubles. Those that have been

sick are apt to pity those whom
they see pained with the like dis-
eases. Those who have been im-
prisoned are more readily com-
passionate, and accordingly help
and relieve those who are re-
strained. They who have been
pinched with debt and pined with
hunger do above others pity them
who, being poor, want food to
feed them and clothes to cover
them. This was one reason why
God laid upon our Saviour Him-
self so many afflictions, that Je-
sus might be able sufficiently to
have compassion on them that
are ignorant, because He was
compassed with infirmity.

(3 There may be a time to for-
get what was done in the past.
All the terrible things that hap-
pened in his life were to help
preserve his own and his fami-
ly’s life.
“Now therefore be not grieved,
nor_angry with yourselves, that
ye sold me hither: for God did
send me before you to preserve
life.” Gen. 45:5
(3 There may be a time our
preferences may have to change.
We may have to move out of our
comfort zone so we can be used
by God, as did Israel and his
family.
“Haste ye, and go up to my fa-
ther, and say unto him, Thus
saith thy son Joseph, God hath
made me lord of all Egypt: come
down unto me, tarry not: 10 And
thou shalt dwell in the land of
Goshen, and thou shalt be near
unto me, thou, and thy children,
and thy children's children, and
thy flocks, and thy herds, and all
that thou hast:” Gen. 45:9-10
(3 There is a time to forget
what happened in the past and
live for a different future. Joseph
forgave his brothers’ cruelty

towards him, and even helped
them.

“Moreover he kissed all his
brethren, and wept upon them:
and after that his brethren talked
with him.” Gen. 45:15

This certainly coincides with the
same principle taught in the New
Testament:

“But I say unto you, Love your
enemies, bless them that curse
you, do good to them that hate
you, and pray for them which
despitefully use you, and perse-
cute you,” Mat 5:44

Things may turn out
differently than was expected,
when God makes changes in
your life.

“And they told him all the words
of Joseph, which he had said
unto them: and when he saw the
wagons which Joseph had sent to
carry him, the spirit of Jacob
their father revived: 28 And Isra-
el said, It is enough; Joseph my
son is yet alive: I will go and see
him before I die.” Gen. 45:27-28

Like Joseph, most of our lives
did not turn out as we first envi-
sioned them. Our journey was
not always on smooth, paved
roads. Most of us traveled over
many of life’s “bumps”. Life
usually can be rough.

If one played the victim,
blamed others, and held a
grudge, one may still be stuck in
the ditch he originally fell into or
was pushed into.  However,
those with Joseph’s accepting
and unbegrudging attitude may
be able to see and experience the
plan God has for their lives.
What is your attitude towards the
roadblocks in your life?

Manasseh's chain was more
profitable to him than his crown.
Luther could not understand
some Scriptures till he was in
affliction. The Christ-cross is no
school book, yet it has taught us
more than all the words in many
thick books.

All the stones that came about
Stephen's ears did but knock him
closer to Christ. The flood waves
lifted Noah's ark nearer to Heav-
en; and the higher the waters
grew, the more the ark was lifted
up to Heaven.

When was it that Stephen saw
the heavens open, and Christ
standing at the right hand of God,
but when the stones were about
his ears, and there was but a short
step betwixt him and eternity?
And when did God appear in glo-
ry to Jacob, but in the day of his
troubles, when the stones were
his pillows, and the ground his
bed, and the hedges his curtains,
and the heavens his canopy?
Then he saw the angels of God
ascending and descending in
their glittering robes.

Afflictions lift up the soul to
more rich, clear, and full enjoy-
ments of God. God makes afflic-
tions to be but inlets to the soul's
more sweet and full enjoyment of
His blessed self.
